Postamble: Imagine you are a merchant in Rome and you want to ship your goods directly to the Nile 
River area. 
Stem: What is the approximate distance and the direction you would need to travel? 
 
A. 600 miles northeast  
B. 600 miles southeast  
C. 1200 miles northeast  
D. 1200 miles southeast 
 
Rationales:  
A. This is the approximately half the distance required and in the wrong direction.  
B. This is the correct direction, but only half the distance required.  
C. This is the correct distance, but in the wrong direction.  
D. Correct. The port of Alexandria, Egypt is approximately 1200 miles southeast of Rome. 
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
